It's now almost nine in the evening on my
first day back at work from my ten days of vacation
this summer. | enjoyed being without the pressure
of meetings and sermons to prepare. But to be
really honest, | also found myself missing the
meaning and purpose that my work gives me. So
while | enjoyed my vacation and time with Carol
and family, | was ready get to work and accomplish
something.

Rally Sunday is coming on September 9.
From that day on we are in full swing of doing what
the church does...which you will remember is
“Making Disciples for Jesus Christ for the
Transformation of the World.” We
never get a vacation from the work of
ministry in our lives and our world, but
we (at least in the Northwest) do tend
to take a break from the disciplines of
the faith in worship, choirs, classes and
meetings.

| remember that | have heard
people say that “the good news is bad
news before it's good news.” This
might be true if you see our faith as the bad news
that stops you from doing things that are self-
destructive and evil. They might mean well with
that statement but it is wrong on two counts. First,
if you see change in life as bad news then it may
have some truth. God, the church and a close
encounter with God through Christ will profoundly
change you. Second, when you meet Jesus and
the God he reveals to us it is always good news.
How could it be anything else.

Our theme for this fall grows out of our
emphasis of the past few months on reaching out to
our community with Good News. Most of the
thousands of people who drive by the church on
64" Street each day see what happens in our
building as bad news. All the stereotypes from TV
evangelists and religious hucksters get hung on us.
I know that if they knew what we are and do, many
would be drawn right in. The problem is that they
have no idea that we are the good news they seek
in their lives, homes and for the world.

So, let’s let the secret out. Share the good
news with those you meet. Let’s work at reaching
beyond the boundaries of our property to shout the
good news. We don't need to sell or promote the
gospel; we just need to share it.

Help us. Come on Rally Sunday and let’s
kick off our journey of sharing.
